DOUBLE-TROUBLE
CHEYENNE PARKER of High Point is currently in elite company as she is just one of 36 players in the country 
averaging a double-double.  Parker is posting 17.9 points per outing, while ripping down 13.2 rebounds per game.  
Against Longwood on Feb. 7, Parker exploded for 34 points and 20 rebounds.  

ENJOYING THE VIEW
CHEYENNE PARKER of High Point is currently ranked No. 3 in the nation with 13.2 rebounds per game, while  
her 4.43 blocked shots per game are good for No. 1 nationally.  She is also ranked or No. 5 nationally with 23 
double-doubles. 

YOU DON’T WANT NUNN
Winthrop’s SHAQUILLA NUNN is established herself the top Freshmen in the Big South Conference this season.  
On Nov. 20 she posted the top Freshman performance this season as she turned in a triple-double of 10 points, 
13 rebounds and 10 blocks against the Mississippi State.  She has been named the League’s Freshman of the Week 
four times this season.  Her 10 blocks tied the Big South single-game record.  

BLOCK PARTY
Led by Parker’s 4.43 rejections per game, the High Point Panthers currently lead the nation with 8.0 blocked 
shots per game... For her career, Parker has 329 rejections to rank No. 1 All-Time in the Big South Conference. 
Parker also has 133 blocks this season to become the only player in Big South history to post back-to-back 100 
block seasons.

SCORE’N
The Big South has six student-athletes with 30 point games this season ... Liberty’s DEVON BROWN put in 32 
points in the win over Winthrop, while CHEYENNE PARKER notched 31 points in High Point’s win over Mercer and 
put in a Big South season-high 34 points in HPU’s win over Longwood.  CRYSTAL SMITH of Longwood chipped in 
32 points vs. Gardner-Webb and posted 32 in Longwood’s win over Campbell. Winthrop’s DIANA CHOIBEKOVA put 
in 33 points vs. UNC Asheville March 2, while teammate McClanahan notched 31 agains the Bulldogs.  TONISHA 
BAKER of Campbell vaulted the Camels to the Big South semifi nals with 31 points vs. High Point.
