Begins Tuesday, Nov. 12
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BIG SOUTH SENT RECORD FOUR TEAMS TO POSTSEASON IN 2012-13

For the first time in Big South history, four men’s basketball teams played in the postseason in the same
year during the 201213 campaign. LIBERTY received the League’s automatic bid to the NCAA Tournament,
while CHARLESTON SOUTHERN made the Conference’s fourth NIT appearance. GARDNER-WEBB and
HIGH POINT accepted invitations to participate in the Collegelnsider.com Tournament (CIT), the third time
the Big South played in that event. It was the sixth consecutive year that the Big South had multiple men’s
basketball teams in the postseason.

NEW FACES ON THE SIDELINE

The Big South has four new head coaches on the sidelines in 2013-14. KEVIN McGEEHAN takes over at
Campbell, while TIM CRAFT is now in charge at GardnerWebb. JAYSON GEE is at the helm of Longwood,
while NICK McDEVITT has the reigns at UNC Asheville. It is the fifth consecutive year that the Conference
has welcomed a new head men’s basketball coach, and the departure of Asheville’s EDDIE BIEDENBACH
after 17 years makes VMI’s DUGGAR BAUCOM and Charleston Southern’s BARCLAY RADEBAUGH the lon-
gest-tenured Big South coaches, as each is entering his ninth year. Baucom’s Big South tenure will end after
this season with VMI’s departure to the Southern Conference on July 1, 2014.

WINNING COMBINATION

Charleston Southern junior guards SAAH NIMLEY and ARLON HARPER have scored 15 points in the same
game 14 times in their young career (nine times last season including three consecutive), and the Buc-
caneers are 122 in those games. The duo has surpassed 20 points in the same contest in four of those 14
outings, and CSU is 3-1 when they both score 20 in the same game.

MARSHALL PLAN

Liberty senior and 2013 Big South Tournament MVP DAVON MARSHALL made a Big South Tournament
record 17 three-point field goals and was 17-of-24 ( =70.8 percent) from beyond the arc in the Conference
Tournament. Marshall ended the year with a school-record 107 three-pointers — ninth-most in a single-
season in Big South history.

THED.J.’S

UNC Asheville’s D.J. CUNNINGHAM and VMI’s D.J. COVINGTON tied for the League-lead with 93 blocked
shots last season -- the most in the Big South since UNC Asheville’s KENNY GEORGE had 93 rejections in
2007-08. It is just the second time in Conference history that two players blocked at least 90 shots in the
same year. The first was in 1994-95 when UMBC’s PASCAL FLEURY had 124 and Liberty’s PETER ALUMA
had 97. Cunningham and Covington had more blocks than five Big South teams in 2012-13, and their 93 tied
for fifth-most in a single-season in League annals.

THE D.J.’S - PART TWO

UNC Asheville’s D.J. CUNNINGHAM is eighth all-time in Big South history with 180 career blocked shots and
is 20 away from becoming the sixth player with 200. He is also 58th on the Big South’s career rebounding
list with 553. Already one of 10 players in League annals with 500 rebounds and 150 blocked shots, Cun-
ningham is on pace to become the fifth player in Big South history with 600 rebounds and 200 blocks in
2013-14. Meanwhile, VMI’s D.J. COVINGTON is tied for ninth in Big South history with 166 career blocked
shots. He enters 2013-14 needing 79 rebounds for 500 in his career, which would make him the 11th player
in League history with 500 boards and 150 rejections.

NO KNOCK ON WOOD

Longwood sophomore guard LUCAS WOODHOUSE set a Big South freshman-record with 180 assists last
year, surpassing the previous best of 175 set by UNC Asheville’s JEFF LIPPARD in 1990-91. Woodhouse re-
corded a League-high five games with at least 10 assists in 2012-13, the most in the Big South since Liberty’s
JESSE SANDERS had eight in 2011-12.

BAND OF BROTHERS

Liberty senior JOHN CALEB SANDERS and his brother and former teammate JESSE have combined to
score 2,248 points during their respective careers with the Flames — the third-highest scoring brother com-
bination in Big South history. Jesse had 1,235 of the total from 2008-12, while John Caleb is at 1,013 since
joining the program as a freshman in 2010-11. John Caleb needs to score 569 points in 2013-14 to move the
duo into second-place. Below are the Brothers Sanders with the top two combos:

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HIGH POINT’S JOHN BROWN VOTED PRESEASON PLAYER OF THE YEAR

High Point redshirt-sophomore forward JOHN BROWN is the 2013-14 Big South Conference Men’s Bas-
ketball Preseason Player of the Year. Brown becomes the first sophomore in League history to be vot-
ed Preseason Player of the Year, and is High Point’s third-ever preseason honoree. Brown was the Big
South’s Freshman of the Year in 201213 as he was the top scoring freshman during the regular-season
at 16.4 points per game. Just the second freshman ever to be voted FirstTeam All-Conference, Brown
was a Kyle Macy Freshman All-American Team member by Collegeinsider.com last season. He finished
the campaign third in the Big South in field goal percentage (51.9), sixth in block shots (1.21), seventh
in steals (1.72) and 12th in rebounding (6.1). Brown scored at least 20 points 12 times last season -
tied for third-most in the Big South and he registered double-figure points in 25 of his 28 games. He
also notched four double-doubles -- three of which were 20-point/10-rebound performances. Brown
earned a spot on the Preseason All-Conference First-Team, which appears below:
