PRESBYTERIAN

PC went 1-1 last week with a road loss at Campbell (58-45) before knocking
off UNC Asheville at home on Saturday, 69-57. Saturday’s game kicked off a
stretch for the Blue Hose that will see the team play four games in a week.
PC battled back from a 10-point game-opening deficit against the UNC Ashe-
ville Bulldogs to earn a 69-57 Big South Conference victory on Saturday after-
noon. Cortney Storey matched her career-high with 15 points while Aianna
Kelly added 14 and Rebecca Walker matched her season-best with 12. PC
shot 51.3 percent from the field and cashed in at the free-throw line, going
25-for-32 (78.1 percent).

The Blue Hose boast the nation’s third-ranked scoring defense through Satur-
day’s games, holding opponents to an average of 48.5 points per game. Char-
lotte set a new season-high for opponents on December 18 with 66 points,
but PC bounced back two days later to hold NC Central to only 33 points.

PC also ranks seventh in the country in field goal percentage defense, holding
opponents to 32.7 percent of their shots. PC has held 11 of its 13 opponents
to under 40 percent from the field this season after limiting UNC Asheville
37.3 percent (19-for-51) on Saturday. The team accomplished that feat 22
times last season with a 9-13 record, allowing over 40 percent only eight
times. The Blue Hose also rank third in the country in three-point field goal
defense, allowing only 21.4 percent of shots from distance.

RADFORD

Radford concluded the 2014 calendar year with its first Big South win of the
season, a 76-60 road triumph in Boiling Springs, N.C., over Gardner-\Webb.
For the second time this season, the Highlanders shot 50 percent from the
floor. They scored 47 of their season-high 76 points in the second half.

The trio of Aisha Foy (25), Jordynn Gaymon (19) and Ayana Avery (10) ac-
counted for 54 of Radford’s 76 points.

With the win, the Highlanders notched their 650th program victory.

Ayana Avery became the 21st member of the RU women’s basketball
1,000-point club.

Radford outrebounded the Runnin’ Bulldogs (which entered the game second
in the Big South in rebounding), 42-32. GWU became the Highlanders’ third
opponent to be outrebounded by double digits.

UNC ASHEVILLE

UNC Asheville lost both of its games last week as the Bulldogs fell to Liberty,
67-55 and at Presbyterian College, 69-57.

Asheville continues its road trip at Winthrop on Thursday and Campbell on
Saturday.

Shonese Jones moved into ninth place on the school’s career list for scoring
with 1,158 points.

WINTHROP

Sophomore forward/guard Erica Williams recorded back-to-back double dou-
bles against Longwood and Charleston Southern—her fourth and fifth of the
year and the 14th and 15th of her 44-game career.

Junior center Schaquilla Nunn recorded her fifth double-double of the season
and 32nd of her career with a 21-point, 17-rebound effort against Longwood.
Winthrop had a red-hot team shooting performance this past week as it com-
bined to connect on 65 FGs in 113 attempts for 57.5 percent. The Eagles con-
nected on 33 of 59 (55.9 pct.) vs. Longwood and 32 of 54 (59.3 pct.) vs. CSU.
Winthrop senior guard Samiya Wright moved into 12th place on the career
scoring ladder with a season-high 18 points at Charleston Southern. She now
has 1,129 career points.

After playing in only one of Winthrop’s first 11 games due to a toe injury,
senior forward Taylor Calvert came off the bench at Charleston Southern and
played 14 minutes.

Winthrop is looking to begin the Big South season with a 4-0 record for the
second straight season when it hosts Gardner-Webb on Monday night.

Head coach Kevin Cook is only one victory away from his 100th career win.
He has 52 at Winthrop in two-plus years and won 47 in four seasons at Gal-
laudet.
