• Tiffany Daniel and MaKala Rouse each pulled down a career-high seven rebounds.
• Leading scorers RaeChaun Edwards and Amanda Coffer were held to just five points combined.

COASTAL CAROLINA
• The Chanticleers dropped two games last week, falling to Sacred Heart and Hofstra in the San Juan Shootout in Puerto Rico, to even its record at 
3-3.
• Rachael Gregory had just two points against Sacred Heart on Friday, the first time this season she hasn’t reached double figures. She bounced back 
with 10 points against Hofstra on Saturday, and continues to lead the Chants in scoring averaging 15.8 ppg.
• Sophomore guard Jas Adams led Coastal in rebounding against Sacred Heart, and is the team’s leader in the category bringing in 6.6 boards a night.
• Hofstra is the first opponent to hold Coastal scoreless in a quarter. The Pride outscored the Chants 27-0 in the second quarter of Saturday’s game.
• This week the Chants host Campbell on Tuesday at 3 p.m. for the teams’ Big South opener.

LIBERTY
• Liberty has lost four games in a row for the first time since starting the 2013-14 season at 0-4.
• The Lady Flames had held 69 straight opponents below 50 percent field goal shooting before California shot 51.9 percent during Saturday’s game.
• Ashley Rininger made the all-tournament team at the South Point Thanksgiving Shootout and has moved up to 8th in program history with 1,208 
career points.
• With 623 career rebounds, Katelyn Adams needs three boards to overtake Sharon Wilkerson for 10th place in Liberty history.
• Liberty has won five straight Big South Conference openers and 14 of its last 15, with the lone setback coming at Gardner-Webb on Jan. 2, 2010.

PRESBYTERIAN
• The Blue Hose are 2-0 at home this season and beat opponents by an average of 28.0 points in those two games.
• In contrast, PC is 0-4 on the road this season and have been beaten by an average of 15.25 points in those games.
• The Blue Hose are led by freshman guard Taylor Petty. Petty led PC in scoring in four of the first six games of the season. She powers the Blue Hose 
offense averaging 11.3 points per game and 2.3 3-pointers made per game.
• Freshman forward Salina Virola recorded the season’s only double-double with a 15 points and 10 rebounds against Warren Wilson. She led the 
team in scoring and rebounding in back-to-back games against Kennesaw State and Warren Wilson. Virola sits second on the team averaging 5.5 
rebounds a game.

RADFORD
• Radford evened its record to 2-2 following Saturday’s 84-39 victory over Lees-McRae College inside the Dedmon Center.
• It was the Highlanders’ 10th straight win at home dating back to last season.
• RU used a 55-point second half to pull away from the Bobcats. The Highlanders’ 55 points were four shy of tying the Dedmon Center record for most 
points in a single half.
• Radford shot 79.3 percent in the second half.
• The Highlanders broke the 50-rebound plateau for the first time since Nov. 12, 2013. Their +28 rebounding margin (52-24) is the largest under head 
coach Mike McGuire.
• Radford scored 52 of its 84 points in the paint and outgained the LMC, 27-0, on the fast break.
• Twenty-four of the Highlanders’ 33 made field goals were assisted.

UNC ASHEVILLE
• The Bulldogs have rolled off four consecutive victories for the first time under fourth-year head coach Brenda Mock Kirkpatrick. Previously, Ashe-
ville had had four different two-game winning streaks over the last three-plus seasons.
• Through the first five games, Asheville has outscored opponents by an average of 16.0 points and is shooting 42 percent as a team while defen-
sively holding opponents to 35 percent shooting to date.
• Tianna Knuckles is the only Bulldog to average double-digit scoring numbers, averaging 16.0 points through five games. K.J. Weaver’s 7.4 rebounds 
per game average leads Asheville in that category.

WINTHROP
• The Eagles snapped a five-game losing streak with a 62-39 home win over NC Central on Saturday, Nov. 28
• Winthrop played its first home game of the season against NC Central after opening with five road games
• The Eagles will play just two home games during the entire months of November and December.  The second home game will be on Dec. 5 when they 
host Gardner-Webb.
• Winthrop had two double-double efforts against NC Central as junior Erica Williams scored a game-high 16 points and grabbed 10 rebounds and 
redshirt junior Aliyah Kilpatrick scored 12 points and had 10 rebounds.
• Erica Williams has now scored in double figures in 20 straight games dating back to her sophomore season.
• Sophomore point guard Jimecheia Banks scored a career-high 9 points and tied a career-high with 7 assists in the NC Central game.
• Winthrop’s road game against Charleston Southern on Tuesday night, Dec. 1, will mark the earliest Big South Conference start for the Eagles.  Last 
year’s Dec. 2 game against Campbell had been the earliest.
