• The Lady Camels won their lone contest last week, an 83-70 victory at Coastal Carolina in their Big South opener.
• With the win, Campbell moved to 10-1 all-time in Big South openers. 
• RaeChaun Edwards led CU with a season-high 21 points. Sarah Smith added a career-high 19 points off the bench. 
• The Lady Camels’ 83 points was also a season high and 13 points was their largest margin of victory this season. Campbell also matched a season-high 51 
percent shooting from the field (26-for-51).
• CU led by a season-high 26 points early in the fourth period before holding off a late Chanticleer comeback.

COASTAL CAROLINA
• Coastal fell in its Big South opener to Campbell last week, 83-70. It was Coastal’s first loss in a conference opener since the Chants fell to Presbyterian in 
2010-11.
• Nicole Isaacs and Ced Gibson each set career highs in scoring against the Camels. Isaacs recorded 32 points on 10-20 from the field, including nine 3-point-
ers, one shy of the school record set by Nikki Reddick in 2002-03. 
• Isaacs additionally led the Chants with six rebounds and four steals while adding four assists.
• Gibson tallied 24 points, and has reached double figures in each of her last four games.

GARDNER-WEBB
• Went 1-1 this past week. Gardner-Webb defeated Liberty 61-57 on Wednesday, and dropped an 81-62 decision at Winthrop on Saturday afternoon. 
• It was the first victory for Gardner-Webb over Liberty since GWU March 13, 2011, when the Runnin’ Bulldogs won 67-66 to capture their first-ever Big South 
Tournament title
• It was also the first regular-season victory for GWU over Liberty since Jan 2, 2010.
• Also was the first time GWU won its conference opener since the 2010-11 season
• Gardner-Webb forced 31 turnovers by Liberty and hauled down 23 offensive boards

HIGH POINT
• The Panthers are 2-0 in conference play for the second straight season and are 11-1 in Big South contests in the Millis Center in the past two seasons.
• Junior Kaylah Keys is second among active Big South student-athletes with 1,173 points. That mark is good for ninth among junior nationally.
• Freshmen are logging 63 percent of the team’s minutes while scoring 54 percent of the squad’s points.
• Keys is averaging 17.0 ppg this season to lead the way while freshman Lindsey Edwards is second with 9.3 pgg off the bench.

LIBERTY
• Liberty’s 61-57 loss at Gardner-Webb on Wednesday was just the Lady Flames’ second setback in their last 16 conference openers.
• The Lady Flames have won 15 straight home games against Big South opponents.
• Katelyn Adams pulled down 15 rebounds at Gardner-Webb on Wednesday, becoming the first Lady Flame since Avery Warley in 2008-09 with 15 or more 
boards in back-to-back games.
• Ashley Rininger, who single-handedly outscored Charleston Southern (12-6) during the fourth quarter on Saturday, has scored in double figures in 15 
straight games.
• If Seton Hall is nationally ranked when it comes to Liberty this Saturday, it would mark just the third time Liberty has ever hosted a Top 25 opponent at the 
Vines Center.

RADFORD
• Radford split its two games last week, earning a 79-68 victory at home vs. Davidson before dropping its Big South opener at High Point, 71-66.
• Five Highlanders reached double figures in the win over the Wildcats, marking the first time that has happened since Jan. 24, 2013.
• Jayda Worthy recorded her third straight double-double behind 11 points and 13 rebounds, while Jen Falconer dropped in a season-high 15 points.
• Radford connected on a season-high 51.8 percent of its shots, including an electrifying 7 of 11 performance from beyond the arc.
• RU dropped its fifth straight Big South opener with the setback at High Point. The loss was the Highlanders’ third in a row inside the Millis Center.

UNC ASHEVILLE
• The Bulldogs have strung together six consecutive victories for the first time under fourth-year head coach Brenda Mock Kirkpatrick. This is also the best 
start for the Bulldogs since becoming a Division 1 program, and joining the NCAA.
• Asheville leads the Big South Conference in six different team statistical categories, including: scoring offense, scoring margin, field goal percentage, free 
throw percentage, turnover margin, and assist-to-turnover ratio.
• Tianna Knuckles and Chatori Major are the only Bulldogs to average double-digit scoring numbers, Knuckles averaging 16.0 points, Major averaging 10.0 
points through five games. K.J. Weaver’s 6.3 rebounds per game average leads Asheville in that category.

WINTHROP
• Winthrop had two players achieve double-doubles in the same game for the first time this season as Aliyah Kilpatrick had 22 points and a career-high 12 
rebounds and Erica Williams scored a season-high 24 points with 10 rebounds in the home win over Gardner-Webb.
• Sophomore point guard Jimecheia Banks scored a career-high 11 points in the GWU game while freshman Arianne Whitaker pulled down a season-high 13 
rebounds in the CSU game.
• Erica Williams has now scored in double figures in 22 straight games and has 25 career double-doubles.
• Winthrop went from having one of its worst shooting performances of the year when it shot 30 percent at CSU to having its best shooting performance 
against GWU at 42 percent.  In the CSU game, the Eagles missed 24 straight field goal attempts and did not make a field goal during the third quarter.
• After a week off for final exams, the Eagles jump back into the frying pan as they travel to No. 2 ranked South Carolina on Dec. 13 before facing Auburn on 
the road on Dec. 16.
