CHANTS POST FIFTH OVERALL WIN, FIRST BIG SOUTH VICTORY
Coastal Carolina improved to 5-1 on the season with its 21-14 win at VMI Saturday.  The win came
in the Chants’ sixth game, bettering last year when Coastal earned its fifth victory in its ninth con-
test.  Also, the Chants notched their second-straight Big South win, as Coastal defeated Charleston
Southern in the final week of 2003 for its lone Conference victory a year ago.

BATTLE FOR THE TOP
Coastal will put its three-game winning streak on the line Saturday when the Chants host Liberty,
which is also 1-0 in Conference play this season.  The Flames have won their last three Big South
games, the current longest-streak in the League.  Coastal is looking for its first Conference win at
Brooks Stadium.

SIX SHOOTERS
Coastal Carolina is looking to become just the second team in the Big South’s brief football history
to record six wins in consecutive seasons.  Gardner-Webb (9-1 in ‘02, 8-4 in ‘03) is the only team to
do so.

THE MIZZ
VMI rusher SEAN MIZZER tallied 78 yards Saturday against Coastal Carolina, pushing his season total
to 423, second in the Big South behind injured Liberty RB EUGENE GOODMAN’s 609 yards.  Mizzer,
who has 2,177 career yards, has tallied 1,667 during VMI’s one-plus years in the Big South.  His two
touchdowns Saturday at Coastal pushed his Big South total to 11, becoming the fifth RB in Big South
history to post 10-or-more rushing TDs.

KEY-DETS
VMI WRs ZOHN BURDEN and GARY PRICE each extended their pass-catch streak to 19 games with
receptions against Coastal Carolina Saturday.  Burden has caught a pass in 27 of his 31 career games,
while Price has a reception in 22 of his 31 career appearances.

WHO’S ON FIRST?
Coastal Carolina is 5-0 when the Chants score the first points of the game, and are 4-0 when lead-
ing after three quarters.  Charleston Southern is 3-1 when scoring first, and 2-0 in leading after 45
minutes.  Liberty is 2-1 when scoring first, and 2-0 when leading after three quarters.  Neither VMI
nor Gardner-Webb have scored the first points of a ballgame this season.  Meanwhile, Charleston
Southern and Gardner-Webb are the lone teams to record wins when trailing entering the fourth
quarter.

THE DEFENSE NEVER RESTS
Coastal Carolina and Charleston Southern are 1-2 in the Big South in scoring defense.  The Chants
are tied for 5th nationally with a 14.3 average, while the Bucs are tied for 21st at 18.2 points
allowed.  The Big South record is 20.4 points allowed, set by Gardner-Webb in 2002.  CSU and CCU
do not meet until the final weekend of the season, Nov. 20, in Charleston, S.C.  The game will be
televised on Comcast Sports Southeast.

BROKEN RECORD
Coastal Carolina leads the nation in Pass Efficiency Defense at 72.2.  Meanwhile, through six games,
Coastal Carolina is on pace to shatter several Big South season records.  Among them are:

GETTING HIS KICKS
Coastal Carolina PK JOSH HOKE stands two points away from becoming the first kicker to score 100
points.  He leads the Big South in kick scoring with 43 points, and he is challenging the Conference
record of 7.6 points per game, set by VMI’s MATT SHARPE in 2003.  Hoke is currently averaging 7.2
points per contest.

FOUR SCORE AND ONE YEAR AGO
This season, four interceptions have been returned for touchdowns, done twice by Gardner-Webb
and Coastal Carolina.  In 2003, five interceptions were returned for scores.  Gardner-Webb has tal-
lied an interception return for a touchdown each season of Big South football.

COASTAL DOMINATION
The Chanticleers collected a Big South-record 590 yards of total offense against Charleston (WV) in
Week Six, averaging a Conference-record 8.9 yards per play.  The previous total offense record was
563 yards, set by VMI against Davidson last season.  Liberty held the old per-play mark of 8.5, also
set in 2003.

LIBERTY’S RUN TO DAYLIGHT HITS SHADOWS
Liberty’s streak of nine games with at least a 100-yard rusher ended in Week Six against No. 25
Hampton, as SAM GADO reached a team-high 97 yards on the ground.  The last time the Flames
did not have a 100-yard rusher was last season against East Tennessee State, when DRE BARNES
led the club with 92 yards.  Meanwhile, Liberty amassed just 61 yards rushing against Hampton,
the first time the Flames failed to reach the 100-mark in 15 games.  Bowling Green held Liberty to
57 rushing yards on Sept. 13, 2003.

STREAKERS
VMI’s 38-game scoring streak came to an end in Week Six with its 21-0 loss at Georgetown, which
was the longest among Big South teams.  Liberty now owns the longest streak at 32 straight games
with a point.  The last time the Flames were shutout was Nov. 3, 2001, against Western Carolina.
Following Liberty are Coastal Carolina (17 games), Gardner-Webb (13), Charleston Southern (7) and
VMI (1).

GENUINE DRAFTS
Charleston Southern sophomore QB COLLIN DRAFTS tied a Big South record of 29 pass completions
in CSU’s win against VMI in Week Five, and is averaging a League-best 21.8 completions per game.
Drafts has notched three games with at least 25 completions this season, and is trying to become
the second Big South QB to reach 200 completions in a season.  Drafts is also challenging the Big
South record for completion percentage, as his 61.6 success rate (109-177) is ahead of the record
of 60.1, set by GWU’s NICK ROBERTS last season.

CATCH ME IF YOU CAN
Charleston Southern redshirt-freshman EDDIE GADSON hauled in 10 receptions against VMI in Week
Five, his second 10-reception game of the year.  He is the only player in the Big South to record
two 10-reception games.  In Week Two, he snared a Big South-record 13 passes against Presbyterian
Sept. 18.  Gadson leads the league with 40 receptions, and his 8.0 receptions per game rank 4th
in NCAA Division I-AA.  ACSU receiver has tied or led the Conference in receptions in both years of
Big South football.

For his career, Hall (137-897) is just 103
yards from reaching the 1,000 yard mark.

• At VMI, LB SEAN GAINES picked off a pass at
CCU's 49-yard line and rumbled 51 yards for his
first collegiate TD, sparking the Chanticleers to
a halftime lead. This was the second defensive

touchdown of the year for Coastal.

• Sixteen different Chants have caught at least
one pass this year, led by WR JEROME
SIMPSON's 19 catches for 317 yards and six
touchdowns. That total surpasses last year's
mark of 15 different receivers in Coastal's inau-
gural season.

• This will mark the second meeting in the
series between the two teams as the Flames
handed the Chanticleers a 38-21 loss in
Lynchburg last year in the first-ever meeting.

• The Liberty victory over CCU was aided by
320 yards of rushing offense, helping the
Flames’ team season rushing total reach 2,315
yards, which broke the school record of 2,047

yards set during the 1979 season.

• RB EUGENE GOODMAN rushed for 190 yards
and two touchdowns in last year’s meeting,
while RB SAM GADO added 116 yards rushing to
mark just the fifth time in school history that
two running backs finished with 100 or more
rushing in the same game.

•   LAUREN WILLIAMS posted season high num-
bers in both total receptions (6) and receiving
yards (94) against William & Mary Oct. 9. It
marked the third time this season that Williams
has led the team in receiving.

• After playing its first home game since Sept.
18, VMI hits the road again with dates at
Gardner-Webb and James Madison.

•Junior RB SEAN MIZZER moved into fifth place
on the VMI career rushing list -- moving past
Kim Glidewell ('73-'76, 2168 yards). Mizzer now
has 2,177 yards. His two touchdowns tied him
for sixth on the school list with 16 career rush-

ing TD's.

•Junior QB KIRK MONTELEONE became VMI's
fourth quarterback to take snaps this season
when he rotated with DAVID POLDIAK against
Coastal Carolina. Monteleone, converted from
wide receiver but recruited as a quarterback,
led VMI QBs with  8-of-14 passes for 78 yards
and also rushed for 63 yards on 20 carries.

Monteleone sparked VMI's first scoring drive
with a 27-yard scramble and a 33-yard pass to
ZOHN BURDEN to the Coastal three-yard line. 

• Gardner-Webb returns home for only its third
home game in seven outings this season on
Saturday against VMI.  The Bulldogs hold a 1-0
series edge over the Keydets, having rolled to a
37-25 win last season in Lexington. VMI will be
the first unranked team GWU has faced at
home this season.

• GWU opened up a 37-12 lead with 14:26 to

play in last year’s game before the Keydets
scored a pair of late touchdowns for the final
margin.

• Since moving up to the Division I-AA level in
2000, Gardner-Webb has gone 20-3 at home in
Spangler Stadium, including wins in 16 of the
Bulldogs' last 17 games at home -- with that
lone loss coming to No. 4 Furman earlier this

year.

•  QB NICK ROBERTS is 7-1 in his career as a
starter in Spangler Stadium - including throwing
the winning touchdown passes in a pair of over-
time wins (against current I-A member Florida
International in 2003 and against No. 25
Western Carolina earlier this season).
