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VMI OPENS CONFERENCE SEASON WITH 10-7 WIN OVER LIBERTY
The VMI Keydets knocked off Liberty Saturday in the Conference opener for both teams to open Big
South play 1-0 for the first time.  VMI, opening the League season on the road for the third-straight
year, recorded its first win over the Flames as a Big South member.  The Keydets also posted its first
road victory since a 19-10 win at Coastal Carolina on Nov. 1, 2003.

COASTAL RECORDS ANOTHER COMEBACK WIN OVER A RANKED OPPONENT
Coastal Carolina, trailing 23-10 at No. 17 South Carolina State, came back to defeat the Bulldogs,
24-23, in the closing seconds of Saturday’s game.  In Week 2, the Chanticleers came back from a 10-
point deficit to defeat then-No. 1 James Madison, 31-27.  Coastal is the first Big South team to record
wins over two ranked opponents in the same season.

CHANTICLEERS RETURN TO TOP 25
The 4-1 Coastal Carolina Chanticleers, after a two-week absence, have returned to the Top 25 in the
national polls.  CCU is ranked 19th by The Sports Network, 23rd by I-AA.org and 25th by Don
Hansen’s National Weekly Football Gazette.

THE PRICE IS RIGHT
Charleston Southern WR MAURICE PRICE returned from injury Saturday against Howard and caught
nine passes for a Big South single-game record 189 yards.  The previous record was 179 yards, held
by CSU’s AARON DUNKLIN against North Greenville on Oct. 25, 2003.  In two games this season, Price
has 16 catches for 301 yards and one touchdown.  He is second in the League in total receiving yards,
while his 65-yard touchdown reception Saturday against the Bison is tied for the 12th-longest in Big
South history.

PASSING FANCY
Gardner-Webb QBs NICK ROBERTS (28-of-40) and DEVIN CAMPBELL (7-of-13) combined for 35-of-53
passing at Furman last weekend, helping the Bulldogs set Big South single-game records for both
completions and attempts.  Charleston Southern held the previous records of 29 completions twice
(Nov. 21, 2002 at The Citadel and last year vs. VMI) and 51 attempts (against The Citadel).   In addi-
tion, the 355 combined passing yards is the seventh-most in a single-game in League annals.
Meanwhile, Gardner-Webb tied its Conference record with 88 plays against the Paladins.  GWU set
the record in Week 2 against Belhaven.  In fact, Gardner-Webb owns the top-seven spots for most
plays in a single-game.

PICKED APART
Coastal Carolina and VMI lead the Big South with seven interceptions through the first five weeks of
the season.  Coastal has picked off a pass in its last three contests and 13 of its last 16 games.  VMI
has already eclipsed last season’s total of five interceptions, while its 185 return yards are sixth-most
in a single-season in the Big South.

RANK AND FILE
For the fourth time in six weeks, the Big South will play a nationally-ranked opponent this weekend.
On Saturday, Gardner-Webb hosts #8 Hampton at 6:00pm.  The trend will likely continue the next
week, as the Runnin’ Bulldogs visit idle #19 Coastal Carolina to open Big South play for both teams.  

PACING THEMSELVES
Gardner-Webb QB NICK ROBERTS is on pace to throw for 2,821 yards, which would surpass the
Conference record of 2,532, set by Charleston Southern’s COLLIN DRAFTS last season.  Drafts is on
pace to attempt 383 passes and complete 222, which would also set Big South single-season marks.
Drafts owns the completion record of 212, while Roberts holds the attempts record of 360.

HOKE FIRST TO HIT 100 PATs
Coastal Carolina junior kicker JOSH HOKE is the first Big South kicker to record 100 PATs, as he
reached the mark with the game-winning PAT in Saturday’s win over No. 17 South Carolina State.
Hoke is 10-of-10 this season and 100-105 ( =95.2) in his career.  Gardner-Webb kicker HUNTER SMITH
is second all-time with 67 PATs.

ALSTON SIXTH BIG SOUTH PLAYER WITH 1,000 RECEIVING YARDS
Gardner-Webb WR KORYALSTON caught eight passes for 115 yards Saturday at Furman, pushing his
career yardage total to 1,105.  He is the sixth player in Big South history to reach 1,000 receiving
yards, and currently ranks fifth all-time, surpassing former CSU receiver HARRY SEABROOK (1,101).
VMI receiver GARY PRICE is next in line for 1,000, as he stands at 976 receiving yards in his Big South
tenure.

BIG SOUTH VS. OTHER CONFERENCES
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SEEING RED
VMI leads the Big South in Red Zone proficency with a 93.3% success rate (14-of-15).  The Keydets
have scored nine TDs (seven run, two pass) and kicked five field goals.  On the defensive side,
Charleston Southern is limiting opponents to a 61.9 percentage in the Red Zone, allowing 13 scores
in 21 attempts.

ROBERTS APPROACHING 1,000 ON THE GROUND
Gardner-Webb QB NICK ROBERTS, who became the first player in Big South history to surpass 5,000
career passing yards following his 206 yard output against Belhaven in Week 2, is 43 rushing yards
away from 1,000 in his career, which would make him the first Big South quarterback to reach the
rushing milestone.  He is currently 11th all-time in League annals at 957 rushing yards, while his 16
rushing touchdowns are tied for third-most in Big South history.

CENTURY MAN
VMI receiver ZOHN BURDEN, who became just the third receiver in Big South history to record 100
receptions when he reached the milestone against William & Mary in Week 2, needs three more
receptions to pass former Gardner-Webb receiver WILLIAM ANDREWS JR. for second all-time.
Burden stands at 119 during his Big South tenure, third to Andrews’121, and he needs six to displace
CSU’s AARON DUNKLIN (124) as the all-time leader.  Meanwhile, Burden and teammate GARYPRICE
have each caught a pass in a school-record 28 straight games.  Both streaks began in 2003 against
Navy.  Price is 12 receptions away from the century mark.

DAYLIGHT SAVINGS TIME
The Big South’s all-time top 10 rushing list has seen some movement following the first five weeks
of action.  Gardner-Webb’s JERMAINE BOSTON leaped over Coastal’s AUNDRES PERKINS and now
ranks fifth all-time.  Teammate GEORGE PRESSLEY has moved from the 10th position into ninth.
Meanwhile, CCU’s PATRICK HALLmoved into sole possession of third-place over the weekend against

A LOOK AHEAD: COASTAL EYEING ANOTHER GARDNER-WEBB RECORD
No. 19 Coastal Carolina is off this weekend before hosting Gardner-Webb in both teams’ Big South
opener on Oct. 15.  The game will be televised live on Comcast/Charter Sports Southeast, the Big
South Television Network, Fox College Sports Atlantic, and The Big South EDGE presented by
Aéropostale, for $4.95.  Coastal has won 14 of its last 16 games, as well as nine-straight at Brooks
Stadium.  In that span, the Chanticleers have scored 377 points, for an average of 41.9 per game,
and have held their opponents to 148 points, or 16.4 per contest during the streak.  The Big South
record for consecutive home wins is 11, set by Gardner-Webb from August 31, 2002 to Nov. 15, 2003.

STREAKING
Coastal Carolina has scored a point in all 27 games in its history, currently the longest scoring streak
in the Big South.  Gardner-Webb is second to CCU, having scored in each of its last 22 contests.  The
League record is 35-straight games, held by Liberty from the beginning of Big South football in 2002
to Week 2 of this season when it was shutout by Connecticut.

SPEAKING OF POINTS...
Coastal Carolina RB AUNDRES PERKINS’ Big South career scoring record sits at 182 points following
his fourth touchdown of the season at South Carolina State State.  He has now scored 30 rushing
touchdowns in his career and maintains a 13-point lead over No. 2 all-time scorer JOSH HOKE (169
points).

GARDNER-WEBB CLICKING ON ALL CYLINDERS
Gardner-Webb is averaging 530.8 yards of total offense, well ahead of the Conference record the
Runnin’ Bulldogs set in 2002 (414.9).  If GWU continues at its current pace, Gardner-Webb would
finish at 5,839, which would shatter the Big South mark of 4,681 set by VMI in 2003.

GEEZ, MR. WILSON
VMI quarterback JONATHAN WILSON surpassed 3,000 career passing yards in Week 4 against Lehigh,
and ranks third all-time in Big South history with 3,220 yards.  He is tied with NICK ROBERTS for sec-
ond all-time in the career completion rate category at 59.1 (269-of-455).  Both Roberts and Wilson
are pacing ahead of the League’s 62.4 completion percentage record.  Roberts (84-of-124) is at 67.7
while Wilson (79-of-121) is at 65.3 percent.

ROBERTS’ RECORD-SETTING DAY
Gardner-Webb QB NICK ROBERTS amassed a Big South record 428 yards of total offense in Week 4
against Tennessee-Martin, which is the fourth-most in an NCAA I-AAcontest this season.  He threw for
291 yards and rushed for a career-high 137 in accounting for all but 75 yards of GWU’s 503 total offen-
sive yards.  The previous Big South total offense record was 398 yards, set by Charleston Southern QB
COLLIN DRAFTS last season vs. Allen.

100% TOTAL
With his record-setting performance in Week 4, NICK ROBERTS surpassed 6,000 total offensive yards
in his career.  He owns the League record of 6,601.  Charleston Southern QB COLLIN DRAFTS, who
became the second player in Big South history to amass 5,000 yards of total offense when he reached
the milestone in Week 2, currently stands second all-time at 5,719.  Drafts is currently first all-time
in total plays with 1,152, while Roberts is second at 1,111.

FIRST-AND-TEN
Gardner-Webb QB NICK ROBERTS’ 137 rushing yards against Tennessee-Martin in Week 4 were the
second-most by a Big South quarterback in a single-game, and just three yards shy of the League
record.  C.W. SINGLETARY of former member Elon rushed for a QB-record 140 yards at North Carolina
A&T on Sept. 28, 2002.  Meanwhile, Roberts’291 passing yards against the Skyhawks is the ninth-high-
est single-game total in Big South history, ahead of Coastal Carolina QB TYLER THIGPEN’s 287 yards
earlier this year against James Madison.

HANNA STORM’S TO THE FOREFRONT
Gardner-Webb freshman punter MICHAELHANNA has quietly taken over the Big South’s punting lead.
Through three games, his is averaging 42.2 yards per punt, ahead of Liberty’s NOAH CROUCH (40.8).
In Week 4, Hanna tied a Big South single-game record with a 50.7 punting average, and he continued
his prowess at Furman with 40.6 yards per kick.  Of Crouch’s 29 kicks this season, nine have traveled
more than 45 yards -- including a 60-yarder at UConn and 55-yarder at William & Mary -- and anoth-
er 12 have landed inside the opponents’ 20-yard line.  Liberty is seventh in the nation in net punting
with a 38.63 average.
