BIG SOUTH VS. OTHER CONFERENCES
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RECORD FOR HIGHEST-SCORING GAME FOR COMBINED POINTS TIED SATURDAY
Charleston Southern defeated West Virginia Wesleyan 63-42 Saturday.  CSU is just the third Big South
squad to score 60 points in a game, as its 63 points are the third-most ever scored by a Big South
team.  The 105 combined points ties the League record, which was set last year when Gardner-Webb
defeated Morgan State, 56-49.

BUCS SET NEW CONFERENCE MARK FOR TOTAL OFFENSE
Charleston Southern racked up a Big South record 695 yards of total offense (397 rush, 298 pass) in
Saturday’s win over West Virginia Wesleyan.  The previous record was 641 yards, set by CSU last year
against Allen on Nov. 6, 2004.  The Bucs tied a League-record with nine touchdowns, while their 397
rushing yards are fifth-most in a game.  CSU’s 298 passing yards rank 13th all-time in a single-game.

“I JUST FELT LIKE RUNNING”
Charleston Southern redshirt freshman ANDRE COPELAND rushed for 226 yards Saturday, the fourth-
highest single-game rushing output in Big South history.  He is the second player this year to gain 200
yards on the ground and ninth different player in Conference history to do so.  Below is a look at the
Big South’s all-time 200-yard rushing games (12 total):

VMI SITTING ATOP LEAGUE STANDINGS AT 2-0
With its 34-12 win over Charleston Southern in Week 6, the Keydets are 2-0 in the Big South for the
first time.  VMI is the third team in history to open Conference play 2-0, joining Gardner-Webb (2002
and 2003) and Coastal Carolina (2004) -- the three previous Big South champions.  Meanwhile, the
1-0 Chanticleers are riding a six-game Conference win streak (second-longest in League history) into
this weekend’s game at Liberty.  Gardner-Webb owns the longest win streak in League games with
seven from 2002-03.  If Coastal should prevail Saturday over the Flames, it will mark the first time
the Big South had two teams start Conference play 2-0 in the same season.

“HEY, YOU’RE FROM THE SIXTIES”
Both Gardner-Webb QB NICK ROBERTS and VMI QB JONATHAN WILSON are pacing ahead of the
League’s single-season completion percentage record of 62.4, set last year by COLLIN DRAFTS.
Roberts leads the Big South with a 65.7 success rate (117-of-178), and is looking to become the first
Big South QB to have two seasons at 60-plus percent.  Wilson is second to Roberts at 64.5 (118-of-
183).  Wilson has thrown for better than 63 percent in five of his seven games this season, while
Roberts has four games of 66 percent or better.  Wilson is currently the Big South career leader in
completion percentage at 59.6 percent.

ZACH ATTACK
Liberty true freshman ZACH TERRELL rushed for 91 yards on 19 carries in Saturday’s loss to Towson.
He averaged 4.8 yards per carry, and was Liberty’s leading receiver with five catches for 63 yards -
- both career-highs.  Last week, Terrell earned National Offensive Player of the Week honors from
Don Hansen’s National Weekly Football Gazette following his 241-yard rushing day vs. Chattanooga.
In seven games this season, Terrell is fourth in the Big South in rushing yards with 359 -- 332 of which
have come the last two games.  He also has 12 catches for 158 yards this season.

THE PRICE IS RIGHT
Charleston Southern WR MAURICE PRICE leads the Big South in receiving yards with 543 in four
games, while his 33 receptions are second in the Conference.  He missed three games due to injury
following Week 1.  Price has three 100-yard receiving games this season (112, 189, 158), and is aver-
aging 135.8 yards per game.  If he remains in the lineup, he is on pace for 1,086 receiving yards,
which would break the Big South record of 1,025, set by AARON DUNKLIN in 2003.  Price is looking
to extend CSU’s individual streak of leading the League in receptions to four seasons.

For the sixth time in eight weeks, a nationally-ranked opponent is on the Big South schedule.  Of
course, this weekend again involves a Conference game, as Liberty hosts #14 Coastal Carolina.
Gardner-Webb just completed a three week stretch against ranked opponents. 

STREAKING
Coastal Carolina has scored a point in all 28 games in its history, currently the longest scoring streak
in the Big South.  Gardner-Webb is second to CCU, having scored in each of its last 24 contests.  The
League record is 35-straight games, held by Liberty from the beginning of Big South football in 2002
to Week 2 of this season when it was shutout by Connecticut.

SPEAKING POINTS
Coastal Carolina RB AUNDRES PERKINS’ Big South career scoring record sits at 194 points following
his fifth and sixth touchdown of the season vs. Gardner-Webb.  Perkins has scored a TD in his last
three games and in four of his six appearances this season.  He has now scored 32 rushing touchdowns
in his career and maintains a 15-point lead over No. 2 all-time scorer JOSH HOKE (179 points).

PAT ON THE BACK
Coastal Carolina junior kicker JOSH HOKE is the first Big South kicker to record 100 PATs, as he
reached the mark with the game-winning PAT in CCU’s win over No. 17 South Carolina State in Week
5.  Hoke is 14-of-14 this season and 104-109 ( =95.4) in his career.  Gardner-Webb kicker HUNTER
SMITH is second all-time with 72 PATs.  Hoke has converted his last 42 PAT attempts, while Smith has
nailed 17-straight.

GARY PRICE IS SEVENTH BIG SOUTH PLAYER WITH 1,000 RECEIVING YARDS
VMI WR GARY PRICE became the seventh player in Big South history to surpass 1,000 career yards
when he reached the milestone with 86 yards Saturday at Wofford.  He currently ranks seventh all-
time with 1,076 yards, 25 away from former CSU receiver HARRYSEABROOK (1,101).  Gardner-Webb
WR KORY ALSTON is fifth all-time with 1,185.  CSU receiver MAURICE PRICE is quickly closing in on
the milestone, as he has 944 career receiving yards.
