BIG SOUTH KICKS OFF TELEVISION COVERAGE, VIDEO STREAMING THIS SATURDAY
The Big South’s 2005 television schedule officially kicks off this Saturday with VMI at Liberty on
Comcast SportsNet Mid-Atlantic.  The game can also be seen nationally by digital cable subscribers
on Fox College Sports (FCS) Atlantic for those who have access to FCS through their cable company
(to find out about availability of FCS in a particular market, call 1-877-2-GETFCS).  In addition, the
game can also be viewed on the League’s new premium content website, The Big South EDGE pre-
sented by Aéropostale, for $4.95.  A live and archived video stream of the game will be available.
Triple-A Charlotte Knights broadcaster MATT SWIEWARD and NATE ROSS will call Saturday’s action.

RANK AND FILE
For the third time in five weeks, the Big South will play nationally-ranked opponents.   This week,
Gardner-Webb travels to #6 Furman, while Coastal Carolina visits #17 South Carolina State.  That
game will air on South Carolina Educational Television (ETV).  The trend will likely continue next
week, as the Runnin’ Bulldogs host current #9 Hampton.

BIG SOUTH CLOSES OUT SEPTEMBER WITH NINE WINS
The Big South Conference closed out the month of September with a 9-10 record, tying the League
record for most wins in September, set in 2003.  That year, the Big South was 9-11.  Last season, Big
South teams went 8-11 in the first month.

COASTAL CAROLINA EXTENDS HOME WIN STREAK TO NINE
Coastal Carolina won its ninth-straight home game Saturday with its 24-6 win over Delaware State.
In that span, the Chanticleers have scored 377 points, for an average of 41.9 per game.  They have
held their opponents to 148 points, or 16.4 per contest during the streak.  The Big South record for
consecutive home wins is 11, set by Gardner-Webb from August 31, 2002 to Nov. 15, 2003.

ROBERTS’ RECORD-SETTING DAY
Gardner-Webb QB NICK ROBERTS amassed a Big South record 428 yards of total offense in Saturday’s
loss against Tennessee-Martin, which is the second-most in an NCAA I-AA contest this season.  He
threw for 291 yards and rushed for a career-high 137 in accounting for all but 75 yards of GWU’s 503
total offensive yards.  The previous Big South total offense record was 398 yards, set by Charleston
Southern QB COLLIN DRAFTS last season vs. Allen.

MASONRY
VMI free safety ROBERT MASON recorded the second-longest interception return in Big South and
VMI history when he snared a Lehigh pass and returned it 90 yards for a score on Saturday.  It was
the longest in Alumni Memorial Field history, and second to former Keydet ANDYTUCKER’s 100-yard
INT return against Richmond in 1961.  The longest interception return in League history belongs to
former Liberty DB ERICK HARRIS, who notched a 94-yard interception return against Hofstra on Nov.
22, 2003.  Mason’s 90 interception yards also tied teammate JUSTIN HUGGARD for the second-most
in a single-game.  The single-game record for interception return yards is 123, set by Harris in that
game against Hofstra.

LONG AND SHORT OF IT
Charleston Southern’s TAVARES SHORTER returned five punts for 88 yards at North Greenville
Saturday, including a 49-yarder that set up the Bucs’ third touchdown of the game.  The five punt
returns are tied for second-most in a game, while his 88 return yards are fourth-most all-time.
Shorter’s 49-yard scamper is the fourth-longest punt return in Big South history.  Shorter now ranks
12th nationally in punt returns with a 15.4 average.

ROBERTS APPROACHING 1,000 ON THE GROUND
Gardner-Webb QB NICK ROBERTS, who became the first player in Big South history to surpass 5,000
career passing yards following his 206 yard output against Belhaven in Week 2, is 56 rushing yards
away from 1,000 in his career, which would make him the first Big South quarterback to reach the
rushing milestone.  He is currently 11th all-time in League annals at 944 rushing yards, while his 15
rushing touchdowns are tied for fourth-most in Big South history.

JUSTA POKE FOR HOKE
Coastal Carolina K JOSH HOKE made three field goals in a game for the second time in his career
Saturday against Delaware State.  His 49-yarder was the longest in school history and third-longest
in Big South history, while his 57-yard attempt is the longest attempt in Conference annals.  The pre-
vious longest attempt was 55 yards, shared by Liberty’s JAY KELLEY against Western Carolina in
2002, and Hoke himself, tried last season against Charleston (WV).  Hoke scored 10 points Saturday
against Delaware State, his sixth career game with scoring at least 10 points.

With his record-setting performance Saturday, NICK ROBERTS surpassed 6,000 total offensive yards
in his career, increasing his League record to 6,318.  Charleston Southern QB COLLIN DRAFTS, who
became the second player in Big South history to amass 5,000 yards of total offense when he reached
the milestone in Week 2, currently stands second all-time at 5,479.  Drafts is currently first all-time
in total plays with 1,114, while Roberts is second at 1,062.

GEEZ, MR. WILSON
VMI quarterback JONATHAN WILSON surpassed 3,000 career passing yards this past Saturday against
Lehigh.  He is third all-time in Big South history with exactly 3,100 yards, and has moved into sec-
ond all-time in the career completion rate category at 58.8 (255-of-434).  Wilson is 65-of-100 pass-
ing this year for a 65.0 completion percentage, which is pacing ahead of the 62.4 League record.

FIRST-AND-TEN
Gardner-Webb QB NICK ROBERTS’ 137 rushing yards against Tennessee-Martin were the second-
most by a Big South quarterback in a single-game, and just three yards shy of the League record.
C.W. SINGLETARY of former member Elon rushed for a QB-record 140 yards at North Carolina A&T
on Sept. 28, 2002.  Meanwhile, Roberts’ 291 passing yards against the Skyhawks is the ninth-highest
single-game total in Big South history, ahead of Coastal Carolina QB TYLER THIGPEN’s 287 yards ear-
lier this year against James Madison.

DAYLIGHT HOURS
The Big South’s all-time top 10 rushing list has seen some movement following the first four weeks
of action.  Gardner-Webb’s JERMAINE BOSTON leaped over Coastal’s AUNDRES PERKINS for sixth-
place, and teammate GEORGE PRESSLEY has moved from the 10th position into ninth.  Meanwhile,
CCU’s PATRICK HALL is six yards away from third-place and Boston is 12 yards from fifth all-time.

VMI receiver ZOHN BURDEN, who became just the third receiver in Big South history to record 100
receptions when he reached the milestone against William & Mary in Week 2, needs eight more
receptions to pass former Gardner-Webb receiver WILLIAM ANDREWS JR. for second all-time.
Burden stands at 114 during his Big South tenure, third to Andrews’ 121, and he needs 11 to displace
CSU’s AARON DUNKLIN (124) as the all-time leader.  Meanwhile, Burden and teammate GARYPRICE
have each caught a pass in a school-record 27 straight games.  Both streaks began in 2003 against
Navy.  Price is 14 receptions away from the century mark.

POINT PERSON
Coastal Carolina RB AUNDRES PERKINS’ Big South career scoring record sits at 176 points following
his third touchdown of the season and two-point conversion against Delaware State.  He has now
scored 29 rushing touchdowns in his career and maintains a 13-point lead over No. 2 all-time scor-
er JOSH HOKE (163 points).

BIG SOUTH IN THE NCAA STATISTICS
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WHO WILL GET THERE FIRST?
Gardner-Webb WR KORY ALSTON and VMI receiver GARY PRICE are approaching the 1,000-yard
receiving plateau in their Big South careers.  Alston enters this weekend with 990 career receiving
yards, while Price stands at 956.  The two would be the sixth and seventh players in League history
with 1,000 career receiving yards.

STREAKING
Coastal Carolina has scored a point in all 26 games in its history, currently the longest scoring streak
in the Big South.  Gardner-Webb is second to CCU, having scored in each of its last 21 contests.  The
League record is 35-straight games, held by Liberty from the beginning of Big South football in 2002
to Week 2 of this season when it was shutout by Connecticut.

CROUCHING TIGER
Liberty punter and preseason All-Conference selection NOAH CROUCH is enjoying a fine redshirt sen-
ior season for the Flames.  He is currently averaging a career-best 41.7 yards per punt, which would
rank as the second-highest in Big South history.  Of his 23 kicks this season, eight have traveled more
than 45 yards -- including a 60-yarder at UConn and 55-yarder at William & Mary -- and another nine
have landed inside the opponents’ 20-yard line.  Liberty is seventh in the nation in net punting with
a 38.96 average.

MOVIN’ ON UP
Coastal Carolina, last year’s national leader in passing efficiency defense, has vaulted to the top of
the Big South in that category after four games.  CCU opponents are mustering a 95.24 rating, which
currently ranks 14th in the country.  Last week, the Chanticleers were 52nd nationally in that cate-
gory.

NATION’S TOP I-AA OFFENSE RESIDES IN BOILING SPRINGS, N.C.
After four weeks, the top offense nationally on the I-AA level is Gardner-Webb.  The Runnin’ Bulldogs
lead the country with a balanced 556.0 yards per game, while their 49.0 scoring clip is third in the
nation.  The Runnin’ Bulldogs are 12th in rushing offense (235.67) and sixth in passing offense
(320.33).

LIFE BEGINS AT 50
Gardner-Webb has already recorded two 50-plus point games this season, extending its all-time
League record to six.  The record for most 50-point games in a season is three, set last year by Coastal
Carolina.  The Chanticleers are second behind Gardner-Webb for most 50-point games with four.

GARDNER-WEBB SETS BIG SOUTH RECORD FOR MOST POINTS SCORED IN CONSECUTIVE GAMES
The Runnin’ Bulldogs scored 119 points in their first two games, a League record for most points
scored in back-to-back games.  The previous best was 117 points, also set by Gardner-Webb (52 points
vs. Southeastern Louisiana in ‘04 and 65 vs. Union in Week 1).  Gardner-Webb scored 171 points in
three-straight appearances, dating back to the Southeastern Louisiana game, also a Big South record.
The previous high was 156 points, set by Liberty in 2003.  The Flames reeled off 69, 38 and 49 points
to close out the ‘03 campaign, and with the addition of 55 points to open the ‘04 season, Liberty owns
the record for most points scored in four straight games at 211.  Gardner-Webb fell short this past
weekend, finishing its four-game stretch with 199 points.
