The Lady Buccaneers tied a program record for total team blocks in a single game with 10 rejections in win
over UNC Asheville … Tied a season high with 19 assists as a team against UNC Asheville … With two blocks
against High Point, senior center SHAUNTE SMALL moved into a tie for fifth alltime in the Big South Conference
for career blocks … Freshman forward CRYSTALROBINSON shot .667 from field for the week, bringing her field
goal percentage in conference games to .646, among the league leaders … She is averaging 15.0 points per
game in league contests … She has reached double digits in scoring in six out of the last eight games, including
back-to-back occurrences in two games this week … With 22 points against High Point, junior guard PAM
TOLBERT has scored 20 or more points in five games this season … She has reached double figures in scoring
for nine consecutive contests and in 19 out of 22 games this season … Tied her season and career high with nine
assists against UNC Asheville … Tied her season high with 12 three-point attempts versus High Point …
Sophomore forward TINA DECARVALHO had a season-high .833 field goal percentage against UNC Asheville,
going 5-of-6 from the field, for 10 points against the Bulldogs … It was the fifth time she has cracked double
figures this season.

COASTAL CAROLINA
Sophomore AMANDA STULL and VICKY BLANCHARD both had double-doubles in the 59-50 win over Savannah
State Feb. 2. Both players had matching 12-point, 11-rebound performances in the win. Stull’s 11 rebounds was
a career high, while Blanchard recorded her sixth career double-double. This is the first time Coastal has had
two double-double’s in a game since Feb. 22, 2006 when KIM TURNER and CALISHA YATES did the trick in a
win over Birmingham-Southern ... Coastal’s starting five of C.J. WARE, Blanchard, LACEY LYONS, Stull and
Devin Rivers played 96 of the second half’s 100 minutes in a 52-47 win over Winthrop Jan. 30. Coastal outscored
the Eagles 37-24 at the half, erasing what was as much as an 11-point deficit. Ware left for four minutes with
four fouls, while the other four played every minute of the half ... Coastal hosts Charleston Southern Tuesday
night and then will travel to HIgh Point Saturday at 5 p.m.

HIGH POINT
The Panthers snapped a three game losing skid this week defeating Charleston Southern, 77-70 on Saturday in
the Millis Center. High Point will play its final non-conference game this week at Longwood before returning to
Big South play on Saturday against Coastal Carolina.

LIBERTY
The Lady Flames are off to a 4-0 start in Big South play for the seventh time in their 17 seasons as a confer-
ence member ... Liberty is winning its conference games by an average of 25 points per contest ... During
Tuesday's win over High Point, MEGAN FRAZEE scored a game-high 22 points and MORIAH FRAZEE added a
career-best 20 points. They became the first sister duo in the nation this year to top the 20-point plateau in
the same contest. Additionally, Moriah Frazee is the first Lady Flame other than Megan Frazee to score 20 points
in a game since KATIE FEENSTRA did so against DePaul on March 22, 2005 ... MORIAH FRAZEE continued her
stellar week by making every shot she took on Saturday versus Winthrop. The junior was 5-of-5 from the field
and 6-of-6 from the free throw line ... Liberty only recorded one 10-plus steal game in its first 17 contests of
the season, but the Lady Flames have now posted 12 or more steals in four-straight games ... Liberty has won
80 of its last 84 February contests, dating back to the 1996-97 season ... The Lady Flames' current eight-game
winning streak is the 10th-longest in program history.

PRESBYTERIAN
Freshman point guard KATLIN MOORE scored a team-high 13 points and teammate Lea Smith added eight, but
Presbyterian College’s women's basketball team fell 82-51 to Elon University in a Wednesday afternoon game
at Alumni Gym … Moore finished with a 5-for-11 shooting performance from the field, including 1-of-3 from
beyond the arc. … Smith led all PC players in the paint, hitting four of her 13 shots en route to her eight points
on the afternoon. SHARIE HOPKINS led all Lady Blue Hose with 10 rebounds … Overall, PC shot 30.6 percent in
the game (19-of-62), while Elon connected on 33 of their 70 (47.1) shots from the floor. The Phoenix were 16-
for-37 in the second half … The Blue Hose have used 11 different starting lineups during the 2007-08 season …
PC has played six Big South Conference opponents following their game with Liberty. The Lady Blue Hose are
currently 0-8 against their future conference opponents. They have fallen twice to both UNC Asheville and
Radford and once to High Point, Liberty, Winthrop and Charleston Southern … The Lady Blue Hose have hit at
least two three-point baskets in each of the last 13 games, dating back to a home contest with East Carolina
(Dec. 18). PC has been successful on 34 three-pointers since that game, including five games in which they had
four or more 3-pointers. Those games include: East Carolina, 5; Georgia, 4; High Point, 4; Charleston Southern,
7; Elon, 5.

RADFORD
With four blocks vs. UNC Asheville, senior KELLI DARDEN became the Big South’s All-time block leader with 260.
She broke the record of 257, held by Liberty’s KATIE FEENSTRA, with her second block of the game, coming at
10:27 of the first half. She also pulled down seven boards in that game to move into eighth on RU’s career chart
(686) ... CORRIE FERTITTA had four blocks on Saturday and is just one shy of 100 in her career. She is also three
rebounds shy of third all-time at Radford and seventh in the Big South. As a team, the Highlanders tied their
single-season block record with 10 swats on Saturday. The mark ties last season’s total of 138. This season,
Radford has blocked five or more shots 14 times, including 10-plus in four games ... With the home victory over
UNC Asheville, Radford is now 9-1 at home this season and 21-3 over the past two years and have won 24 of its
last 27 home games ... Head coach JERI PORTER recorded her 150th career victory on Saturday vs. UNC
Asheville.

UNC ASHEVILLE 
ASHTON BARTON became the 12 player in UNC Asheville history to go over the 1,000 point milestone in her
career with 21 points against Charleston Southern on Tuesday. On saturday, she passed TARAMCMINN (1989-92)
to move into 11th place all-time with 1,016 career points ... ARECSIAMOORE recorded teh first double-double
of her career on Saturday against Radford with an 11 points, 10 rebound effort. The Bulldogs are 2-9 this sea-
son away from the Justice Center but are 8-2 at home. Asheville returns home on Wednesday to host Winthrop
at 7 p.m. It is UNC Asheville's Think Pink game.

WINTHROP
