Prior
to the game, Gardner-Webb will recognize its three seniors - MERANDA BURNETT, SHERIKA MCLEAN and MARGARET
ROUNDTREE. The Lady Bulldogs will then wrap up its regular season slate on the road, as GWU will travel to Conway, S.C. to
battle with Coastal Carolina on March 5 at 3 p.m.

HIGH POINT

High Point was voctorious in games over UNC Asheville and Presbyterian to improve to 16-11 overall and 9-5 in the Big South.
The Panthers opened the weekend with a 78-49 win over UNC Asheville. Six different players scored at least 8 points in the
game, led by freshman ERIN REYNOLDS' 15. Junior JURICA HARGRAVES scored 11 points to go over 1,000 career points in her
career. She is just the third player in High Point's D-| era to eclipse the 1,000 point mark. HPU increased its win streak to three
straight with 72-61 win over Presbyterian on Monday. Senior ASHLEE' SAMULES set a new career high with 16 points to go along
with seven rebounds and four blocks in the final regular-season home game of her career.
